dozen flights on each of my EV-3, Ultra-
Paralyzer (4“ diam. version), and LOC Syonic 
rockets. Those three rockets have seen a ton
of action here and in the US on many I, J and K 
motors.

Those are the rockets I cut most of my rocketry 
teeth on, the ones with
which I learned and applied my skills in many 
areas, including:

- first use of fiberglassing
- first use of flight electronics
- first use of L2-class motors, I-K
- first use of dual-deployment recovery
- first flights of EX motors
- first use of high-performance parachutes
- first use of non-elastic shock cords
- first use of rail buttons instead of launch lugs
- first use of hybrid motors
- first use of Cesaroni Pro-XX motors

Jeff stated “It©s a little too quiet on this list, so 
time for a new question. Which of your rockets 
have you flown the most?”

Jeff began with:
To date my EV-3 has had 21 flights including 
my Level 2 certification. Two of them resulted in 
nasty shreds that tore the ring fin off and
required major repairs. I©ve really got to stop 
challenging Rick to drag races. The latest 
incarnation uses winglets instead and flies a lot
higher. This one will stay on the sidelines while I 
build and fly a couple new ones.

Gee, Jeff - that©s a tough one. :-) Since 
many of the rockets in my fleet go through
